Wireless Powerboard for PS3/WII instruction card

The Wireless Powerboard for PS3/WII is a High Precision 2.4Ghz keyboard that connects directly to the your game system.

The Wireless Powerboard will work with all games that are keyboard compatible.

Getting Started.

The Wireless Powerboard is powered by 2 x AAA type batteries.

Slide off the battery compartment cover. 

Insert the batteries taking care that they are positioned with the + & - markings facing the correct way.

Replace the battery compartment cover.

Once the batteries are inserted the LEDs on the keyboard will start to flash. This indicates that the keyboard needs to be synchronized with the USB receiver dongle.

Synchronizing the Keyboard and receiver.

Simply insert the USB receiver into one of the available USB ports on your console.

This must be done within 2 minutes of inserting the batteries into the keyboard.

The Blue LED on the USB receiver dongle will start to flash. This indicates that it is not yet synchronized with the keyboard.

After a short period the Blue LED on the USB receiver will become steady to indicate that it is now synchronized with the keyboard. Likewise the LEDs on the keyboard will also become steady.

This synchronization procedure needs to be done only once and your keyboard is now ready to use.

LED indicators.

The 3 LEDs on the keyboard from left to right indicate:

NUMBER LOCK - CAPS LOCK - SCROLL LOCK
